City of Bones by Cassandra Clare  

When fifteen-year-old Clary Fray heads out to the Pandemonium Club in New York City, she 

hardly expects to witness a murder― much less a murder committed by three teenagers 

covered with strange tattoos and brandishing bizarre weapons. Then the body disappears 

into thin air. It's hard to call the police when the murderers are invisible to everyone else and 

when there is nothing―not even a smear of blood―to show that a boy has died. Or was he a 

boy? This is Clary's first meeting with the Shadowhunters, warriors dedicated to ridding the 

earth of demons. It's also her first encounter with Jace, a Shadowhunter who looks a little like 

an angel and acts a lot like a jerk. Within twenty-four hours Clary is pulled into Jace's world 

with a vengeance when her mother disappears and Clary herself is attacked by a demon.

and Crowley, a fast-living demon, now find themselves in. They've been living amongst 
Earth's mortals since The Beginning and, truth be told, have grown rather fond of the lifestyle 
and, in all honesty, are not actually looking forward to the coming Apocalypse. Now people 
have been predicting the end of the world almost from its very beginning, so it's only natural 
to be sceptical when a new date is set for Judgement Day. You could spend the time left 
drowning your sorrows, giving away all your possessions in preparation for the rapture, or 
laughing it off as (hopefully) just another hoax. Or you could just try to do something about it.

For years, Grace has watched the wolves in the woods behind her house. One yellow-eyed 

wolf—her wolf—is a chilling presence she can't seem to live without. Meanwhile, Sam has 

lived two lives: In winter, the frozen woods, the protection of the pack, and the silent company 

of a fearless girl. In summer, a few precious months of being human… until the cold makes 

him shift back again. Now, Grace meets a yellow-eyed boy whose familiarity takes her breath 

away. It's her wolf. It has to be. But as winter nears, Sam must fight to stay human—or risk 

losing himself, and Grace, forever.

Whoever finds him will be granted a supernatural 
favour. Never before has Blue felt such magic around her. But is Gansey her true love? She 
can't imagine a time she would feel like that, and she is adamant not to be the reason for his 
death.

Conor O'Neil is in Hell. No, really. While chasing his dog, he got run over by an ice-cream 
truck, and now he's sentenced to eternal damnation. He's stuck in a corner of Hell specifically 
designed for his maximum torture -- lined with bookshelves and droning educational radio 
programs. Then he realizes that his personal version of Hell might be someone else's idea of 
Heaven -- and vice versa.

It began for our narrator forty years ago when the family lodger stole their car and committed 
suicide in it, stirring up ancient powers best left undisturbed. Dark creatures from beyond this 
world are on the loose, and it will take everything our narrator has just to stay alive: there is 
primal horror here, and menace unleashed - within his family and from the forces that have 
gathered to destroy it. His only defence is three women, on a farm at the end of the lane. The 
youngest of them claims that her duckpond is an ocean. The oldest can remember the Big 
Bang. The Ocean at the End of the Lane is a fable that reshapes modern fantasy: moving, 

terrifying and elegiac - as pure as a dream, as delicate as a butterfly's wing, as dangerous as 
a knife in the dark. 

 

The Haunting of Sunshine Girl by Paige Mckenzie 

In that place where you're more asleep than awake any more, I hear something else. A 
phrase uttered in a child's voice, no more than a whisper: Night Night. Something freaky's 
going on with Sunshine's new house . . . there's the chill that wraps itself around her bones, 
the giggling she can hear in the dead of night, and then the strange shadows that lurk in her 
photographs. But the more weird stuff that happens, the less her mum believes her. 
Sunshine's always had a quirky affiliation with the past, but this time, history is getting much 
too close for comfort . . .If there is something, or someone, haunting her house, what do they 
want?

But another menace 
stalks blind and sighted alike. With nobody to stop their spread the Triffids, mobile plants with 
lethal stingers and carnivorous appetites, seem set to take control. The Day of the Triffids is 

perhaps the most famous catastrophe novel of the twentieth century and its startling imagery 
of desolate streets and lurching, lethal plant life retains its power to haunt today. 

 

The Turn of the Screw by Henry James Years 10 and Up 

 The Turn of the Screw tells of a nameless young governess sent to a country house to 
take charge of two orphans, Miles and Flora. Unsettled by a dark foreboding of menace 
within the house, she soon comes to believe that something malevolent is stalking the 
children in her care. But is the threat to her young charges really a malign and ghostly 
presence or something else entirely? 

 

 

The Woman in Black by Susan Hill Yrs 10 and Up 

Arthur Kipps, a junior solicitor, is summoned to attend the funeral of Mrs Alice Drablow, the 
sole inhabitant of Eel Marsh House. The house stands at the end of a causeway, wreathed in 
fog and mystery, but it is not until he glimpses a wasted young woman, dressed all in black, 
at the funeral, that a creeping sense of unease begins to take hold, a feeling deepened by the 
reluctance of the locals to talk of the woman in black and her terrible purpose. 

 

 

We have always lived in the Castle by Shirley Jackson Yr 11 and Up 

Living in the Blackwood family home with only her sister Constance and her Uncle Julian for 
company, Merricat just wants to preserve their delicate way of life. But ever since Constance was 
acquitted of murdering the rest of the family, the world isn't leaving the Blackwoods alone. And 
when Cousin Charles arrives, armed with overtures of friendship and a desperate need to get into 
the safe, Merricat must do everything in her power to protect the remaining family. 

 

Something Wicked This Way Comes by Ray Bradbury Yr 11 and Up 

It's the week before Hallowe'en, and Cooger and Dark's Pandemonium Shadow Show has 
come to Green Town, Illinois. The siren song of the calliope entices all with promises of youth 
regained and dreams fulfilled . . .And as two boys trembling on the brink of manhood set out 
to explore the mysteries of the dark carnival's smoke, mazes and mirrors, they will also 
discover the true price of innermost wishes . .  

 

The Legend of Sleepy Hollow by Washington Irving Yr 10 and Up 

Ichabod Crane, a schoolteacher, came to Tarry Town in the glen of Sleepy Hollow to ply his 
trade in educating young minds. He was a gullible and excitable fellow, often so terrified by 
locals' stories of ghosts that he would hurry through the woods on his way home, singing to 
keep from hysterics. Until late one night, he finds that maybe they're not just stories. What is 
that dark, menacing figure riding behind him on a horse? And what does it have in its hands? 
And why wasn't schoolteacher Crane ever seen in Sleepy Hollow again?

The Strange Case of Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde, Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde, or simply Jekyll & Hyde, 
is about a London lawyer named John Gabriel Utterson who investigates strange 
occurrences between his old friend, Dr Henry Jekyll, and the evil Edward Hyde. There are 
two main ideas in the story. Firstly, the battle of good versus evil. We see this in the story of 
Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde and how he struggles to keep balance between both sides of himself. 
Secondly, it is about taking science too far and if we can control scientific research. 

 

Dracula by Bram Stoker.  Yr 10 and Up 

Famous for introducing the character of the vampire Count Dracula, the novel tells the story 
of Dracula's attempt to move from Transylvania to England so he may find new blood and 
spread undead curse, and the battle between Dracula and a small group of men and women 
led by Professor Abraham Van Helsing. Dracula has been assigned to many literary genres 
including vampire literature, horror fiction, the gothic novel and invasion literature. 

 

Frankenstein by Mary Shelley. Yr 10 and Up 

Frankenstein narrates the chilling tale of a being created by a bright young scientist and the 
catastrophic consequences that ensue. Considered by many to be the first science-fiction 
novel, the tragic tale of Victor Frankenstein and the tortured creation he rejects is a classic 
fable about the pursuit of knowledge, the nature of beauty and the monstrosity inherent to 
man. 

 

Between the devil and the deep blue sea by By April G Tucholke Yr 10 and Up 

You stop fearing the devil when you’re holding his hand…Nothing much exciting rolls through 

Violet White’s sleepy, seaside town… until River West comes along. River rents the guest 
house behind Violet’s crumbling estate, and as eerie, grim things start to happen, Violet 
begins to wonder about the boy living in her backyard.
